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Health Insurance/Clinic Cost  

Students could have the health insurance in their own country but the insurance needed to be cover in

per month. When the students are in sickness/illness, they could go to campus clinic for free. Off campus 

clinic generally cost around TWD 500, depends on the individual medication.

We prefer students with 2.8 GPA (2.8/5) or 2.24 GPA (2.24/4) above. 

IELTS 6 or TOEFL ibt 80 or CEFR B2 above is required. 

Please prepare proof of overseas health insurance (in English) and proof of Positive Measles and 

Rubella Antibody or Measles and Rubella Vaccination Certificates (alternative, also in English) after 

receiving Letter of Acceptance.
